Christians are out to circumvent the First Amendment and establish a state religion - in
fact, if not in word. | also believe that even though my Bible clearly defines homosexuality
as a sin, it simply means that | don't practice it. What people do in the privacy of their
own bedrooms is their own business and does not minimize what they do with the other
97 percent of their lives.

But the fact is that a large percentage of Christians adamantly oppose homosexuality. It
is completely contrary to their religious beliefs. Therefore, why should a gay or lesbian
person be allowed to become a leader of the group?

According to reports on Christian Web sites, Inter-Varsity certainly allows gays and
lesbians to join the group and to pray. In fact, they say that people of any religion may
join - though why a Jew or a Muslim or an atheist would want to is beyond me.
